Chronology?
The skill of putting events into time order is called chronology. History is measured from the first
recorded written word about 6,000 years ago and so historians need to have an easy way to place events

into order. Anything that happened prior to written records s called ‘prehistory’.

o place events into chronological order means to put them in the order in which they happened, with
the earliest event at the start and the latest (or most recent) event at the end.
